Online reporting allows districts to receive
disaggregated student data for specialized
reporting at an affordable cost. This data can
help schools meet the Adequate Yearly Progress
requirements of the No Child Left Behind Act.
Through Pearson’s online results sites (see www.
Stanford10Results.com or www.Olsat8Results.
com) schools receive data down to the skill level.

Open-Ended Assessments

Description

The Stanford Open-Ended Assessments were developed to meet increasing demands for innovative,
alternative forms of assessment. They can be used either by themselves or in conjunction with the
multiple-choice component of SAT 10 to provide a more complete picture of student performance. The
open-ended assessments include grade-appropriate selections, questions, and problems that resemble
both classroom and real-life activities and thus give students a real reason to respond.

The Stanford Open-Ended Assessments measure important educational objectives, generally not
measurable in the multiple-choice format, that are complementary to the Stanford multiple-choice
battery and reflect the integration of content and process skills demanded by today’s curricula. The
open-ended format provides an excellent measure of reasoning ability. Students must use higher-order
thinking to generate and justify their own responses. This emphasis on explanation is perhaps one of
the most important features of the open-ended assessments. It closely mirrors the kinds of classroom
performance in which students are engaged on a daily basis.
